Scene 1 - anywhere

Linus:
Hey Sally!  Are you going trick-or-treating tonight?  Or would you like to stay with me to greet the Great Pumpkin? It won't be long now. If the Great Pumpkin comes, I'll still put in a good word for you! 

[realizes what he just said] 

Linus:
Good grief! I said "if"! I meant, "when" he comes! 

[calmly] 
Linus:
I'm doomed. One little slip like that could cause the Great Pumpkin to pass you by. Oh, Great Pumpkin, where are you? 

Linus:
Tonight the Great Pumpkin will rise out of the pumpkin patch. He flies through the air and brings toys to all the children of the world.  Each year, the Great Pumpkin rises out of the pumpkin patch that he thinks is the most sincere. He's gotta pick this one. He's got to. I don't see how a pumpkin patch can be more sincere than this one. You can look around and there's not a sign of hypocrisy. Nothing but sincerity as far as the eye can see. 

Sally:
Do you really think he will come? 

Linus:
He'll come here because I have the most sincere pumpkin patch and he respects sincerity. 

Sally:
That's a good story. 

Linus:
You don't believe the story of the Great Pumpkin? I thought little girls always believed everything that was told to them. I thought little girls were innocent and trusting. 

Sally:
Welcome to the 21st century! 

Linus:
Will you come and wait for the Great Pumpkin with me?

Sally:
Ok, but if you try to hold my hand, I'll slug you! 

[Linus and Sally leave the stage on the way to the pumpkin patch.]
Scene 2 - The church youth room

[All the youth are milling around talking]
Ben:
Hey everybody . . . everybody!  Let me have your attention!  I(m so glad you came tonight.  I know you are excited about our party tonight.

Nick:
What are we going to do tonight?  Are we going to go Trick-or-Treating?

Andrew:
Yeah!  That sounds like fun!  I love getting FREE CANDY!

John/Nick:
Free candy?!  Where?!

Daniel:
But what about those people that don(t give us anything?

Andrew:
How can we go Trick-or-Treating?  We didn(t bring any costumes?

Daniel:
Well then, what are you wearing?  I thought you were already in your costume!

Andrew:
Very funny wise guy!  What are we going to do, Ben?

Ben:
I am glad you asked.  I thought we would have a short devotion, and play a couple of games and then I have a BIG announcement!

All:
Cool!  That sounds like fun!  

Andrew:
What is the big announcement?

Daniel:
Yeah!  Why all the mystery?

Ben:
You will see in a minute.  Does anybody know what Halloween is?

Andrew:
It is a day to get FREE CANDY!

Ben:
Well, that is part of what it has become.  Halloween means "All Hallows Evening," as it is the eve of "All Hallows( Day," which is now known as All Saints( Day.

Andrew:
WOW!  I didn(t know that!  What does that have to do with us?

Ben:
I am glad you asked.  Who can tell me what a saint is?

Daniel:
My uncle has a Saint Bernard!

Andrew:
My brother went to St. Louis once!

Ben:
All of that is good.  But a saint is one separated from the world and dedicated to God.  The New Testament helps us to understand that a saint is any believer in Christ.  Romans 1:7 say that saints are (all who are beloved of God . . ., called as saints.( 
Daniel:
Wow!  That is interesting.

Ben:
Ok.  That is enough of our lesson for tonight. 

Andrew:
Hey, Ben; what is the special BIG announcement you told us about?

Ben:
I am glad you asked.  I thought tonight we could have a scavenger hunt!

All:
That sounds like fun!

Daniel:
Ben, what is a scavenger hunt?

Ben:
A scavenger hunt is where I give you a list and you go in teams to find those items.  The first team back with all the items wins.

John:
What do we win?

Ben:
This BIG bowl of candy!

John/Nick:
Free candy!  Where!

Andrew:
AWESOME!  Get out of my way!  My team is sure to win!  I WANT THAT CANDY!
Ben:
Here is your list.  Each team will find:

· One caramel apple ( double-dipped, with nuts.  And no bites or licks taken! 
[looks at Andrew]
· Something a saint would use.

· Something special in your life.

All:
Awesome!  We(re out of here!  Be back in a flash! [all turn and begin leaving]
Ben:
Wait, wait, wait!  There is one more thing on your list: a great, big pumpkin!

All:
No problem!  We(re out of here!

[All turn and leave]
Scene 3 - The front door of a house
[Andrew rings the doorbell, or knocks on the door]
[An adult answers the door]
Adult:
Hello everyone!  I guess you are here for trick-or-treating?

Daniel:
Oh, no sir.  We are from Concord Baptist Church and we are on a scavenger hunt.

Adult:
A scavenger hunt.  What is that?

Andrew:
We wouldn(t turn down any candy if ya( got some!

Daniel:
Andrew, stop!  We need something a saint would use, not candy!

Adult:
Something a saint would use?  Hmm.  That is interesting.  Do you have something in mind?

Andrew:
No, sir.  All we know is a saint is someone who believes in Jesus.  Can you help us?

Adult:
[Thinks for a moment] I think I have it!  Wait right here and I(ll be right back. [Walks away and returns with a Bible]  Here, I think this is just what you need!

Daniel:
Hey, that(s great!  Thank you, sir!

Adult:
You(re welcome!  I(ll see you later!

Andrew:
Don(t saints also like candy?

Daniel:
Andrew, stop!  Come on!

Scene 4 - The pumpkin patch
Linus:
[hears rustling] What's that? 

Andrew:
Is there someone out there?

Linus: 
My name is Linus.  Have you come to sing pumpkin carols? 

Daniel:
What are you talking about?  My name is Daniel.  We are on a scavenger hunt from Concord Baptist Church.

Linus: 
There are three things I have learned never to discuss with people: religion, politics and the Great Pumpkin. 

Daniel:
What is this (Great Pumpkin?(
Linus:
The Great Pumpkin flies through the air and brings toys to all the children of the world.  Each year, he rises out of the pumpkin patch that he thinks is the most sincere. He's gotta pick this one. He's just got to.
Andrew:
Linus, that(s interesting.  But, I would like to tell you about someone we have learned about at church.  His name is Jesus.  Jesus doesn(t bring toys, but He does bring us something even better.  Would you like to hear more?

Linus:
Yes, please.

Andrew:
Well, it is very easy.  I remember it as my ABC(s.

The (A( means Admit you have done things that are wrong and make God sad. The Bible says "all have sinned" (Romans 3:23). "All" includes you.  Have you done wrong things that make God sad?

Linus:
I guess so, hasn(t everybody?

Andrew:
Yes.  The (B( means Believe in Jesus; not just His existence, but that He is God in the flesh and the Savior of all people. The Bible says that "whoever believes in Him will not die but have eternal life" (John 3:16). Are you part of "whoever?" 

Linus:
Of course I am!

Andrew:
Well then, I have good news!  The (C( means Call upon Him in prayer. The Bible says, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved" (Romans 10:13). This is where you admit to God you have made God sad by doing wrong things, that you believe Jesus is the Savior, and that you want Him to save you. Do this, and the good news is that salvation is yours!   Now you've said your ABC's won't you serve the Lord with me?! 

Linus:
Yes, I would like that!

Andrew:
Then let(s pray together. [all in the group bow their heads and pray]
Sally:
I was robbed! I spent the whole night waiting for the Great Pumpkin, when I could have been out for tricks or treats. Halloween is over, and I missed it! You blockhead! You kept me up all night waiting for the Great Pumpkin, and all that came was a group of kids from the church! YOU OWE ME RESTITUTION! 

[Sally leaves]
Daniel:
Hey, Linus; why don(t you come back to the church with us?  We(re having a party tonight!

Linus:
That would be great!  Thank you!

[All leave the scene]
Scene 5 - The church
[All the kids, and Linus enter the stage]
Ben:
Hey!  I see you are back already!  How did the scavenger hunt go?  Did you find everything?  And who is this new person you have brought with you?

Daniel:
Ben, I would like to introduce Linus to you.

Ben:
Hello, Linus!  Welcome to Concord Baptist Church!  We(re glad you are here!

Linus:
Thank you.  I(m glad to be here.

Ben:
Well let(s see who wins the BIG bowl of candy!  I see both teams have the caramel apple and Andrew, I am so proud of you for not taking a bite out of the apple!

What did you find that a saint would use?

Daniel:
We found a Bible!  Every saint needs a Bible!

Ben:
That(s right!  I am so glad you brought your Bible.

The next thing was to be something special in your life.  Who would like to share with us what they brought?

Andrew:
Ben, I would like to do that, please.

Ben:
Go ahead.

Andrew:
Well, we have learned in church how important it is to tell people about Jesus.  While we were walking through the pumpkin patch we came upon Linus and a friend of his.  We had the opportunity to tell Linus about Jesus and he called upon Jesus to save him.  So, Linus is very special to all of us!

Ben:
Andrew, that is great!  I am so happy and I am so proud of you!  Linus, welcome to the family!

Linus:
Thank you!  I want to thank your youth group for finding me and telling me about Jesus!  I feel so different already.

Ben:
That(s great!  We will talk later about what we need to do next, but right now; I think that we will award this BIG bowl of candy to everyone!

Andrew:
Candy!  Everybody, out of my way!  Come on Linus, let(s dig in!

Ben:
[Turns toward (real( congregation]  It is always so wonderful when someone trusts Jesus.  Boys and girls, won(t you remember your ABC(s and trust Jesus?

[All puppets turn toward congregation]
All:
Bye everyone!  We(ll see you again soon!

Setting/Characters/Props
8 speaking parts.  Some of the dialog may be split to additional characters if needed/desired.

Setting
Modern times.  

Five scenes

· Anywhere - no special decoration needed

· Youth room at the church (twice)

· Front door of a house - no special decoration needed

· Pumpkin patch
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Props
· Bible for puppet

· Pumpkin picture for stage

· Apple bobbing bucket or picture for stage

· Doorbell - wireless can be purchased anywhere.  Can also just knock on wood.
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
