Scene 1 - Whoville Baptist Church

Janie Lou Who:
Every Who!  Every Who!

All:
Yes, Ms. Janie Lou Who!

Janie Lou Who:
It is our favorite time of year!

All:
CHRISTMAS!  Every Who loves Christmas!

Stu Who:
Ms. Janie Lou Who?

Janie Lou Who:
Yes, Stu Who.

Stu Who:
What are we doing for Christmas this year?

Janie Lou Who:
I(m glad you asked.  As you know, every year at this time we collect our Lottie Moon Who Christmas Offering.

Who 2:
Why do we do that, Ms. Janie Lou Who?

Janie Lou Who:
We use that money to send missionaries to tell every Who about Jesus!

Who 3:
Are there a lot of Who(s that don(t know about Jesus, Ms. Janie Lou Who?

Janie Lou Who:
Oh my, yes.  It is so sad.  3,724 Who groups are not engaged at all with the Gospel. There are  6,426 unreached Who groups.  And, there are 1.7 billion Who(s with little or no access to the Gospel.

Who 4:
That is a lot of Who(s, Ms. Janie Lou Who!

Who 5:
What can we do to tell them about Jesus, Ms. Janie Lou Who?

Janie Lou Who:
Well, first we can pray for the missionaries that have gone to tell every Who about Jesus.  Then we can give to the Lottie Moon Who Christmas Offering so we can send more missionaries.  Every year we think about something special to help us pray for every Who.  Our theme this year is I Am Sending You.

I told you a few minutes ago about how many Who(s there are who have never heard about Jesus.  But our missionary Who(s are going.  For the first time in history, we can identify the Who groups that remain untouched by the Gospel. We can get there in our generation! But that last part of the journey will be the hardest. It will take all of us ( our churches, our missionaries, our national partners, our Great Commission partners - every Who!

[Speaks with a false bravado]
Cindy Lou Who:
Ms. Janie Lou Who, I am ready to help all Who(s hear the Gospel.  Why, I will even go and tell the Grinch about Jesus!

[All the Who(s, including Mr. Janie Lou Who gasp and look at Cindy Lou Who]
Cindy Lou Who:
What!  What did I say?

Who 4:
Cindy Lou Who, do you even know who the Grinch is?

[Cindy Lou Who is not so sure of himself now, but he tries to be]
Cindy Lou Who:
Well, of course I do!  I have always heard he is a mean one, but I don(t know why.

[You(re A Mean One, Mr. Grinch begins playing]
Who 5:
Well, every Who down in Whoville liked Christmas a lot . . . 

Stu Who:
But the Grinch, who lived just north of Whoville, Did NOT!  

Who 6:
The Grinch hated Christmas! The whole Christmas season! Now, please don't ask why. No one quite knows the reason.

Who 3:
It could be his head wasn't screwed on just right.

Who 4:
It could be, perhaps, that his shoes were too tight.

Who 5:
But I think that the most likely reason of all may have been that his heart was two sizes too small.

Stu Who:
But, whatever the reason, his heart or his shoes, he stood there on Christmas Eve, hating us Whos,

Who 2:
Staring down from his cave with a sour, Grinchy frown at the warm lighted windows below in their town. For he knew every Who down in Whoville beneath was busy just now, hanging a wreath.

Who 6:
He thought to himself tomorrow is Christmas! It's practically here!

Who 4:
Then he growled, with his Grinch fingers nervously drumming,

Who 5:
He had to find some way to stop Christmas from coming!

Stu Who:
For, tomorrow, he knew . . . 

Who 2:
. . . All the Who girls and boys would wake bright and early. They'd rush for their toys! And then!

Who 3:
Oh, the noise! Oh, the Noise! Noise! Noise! Noise!

Who 6:
That's one thing he hated!

Who 5:
The NOISE! 

Stu Who:
Then the Whos, young and old, would sit down to a feast.

Who 2:
And they'd feast!

Who 3:
And they'd feast!

Who 4:
And they'd FEAST! [looking at audience] We are Baptist Who(s after all!

Who 5:
They would feast on Who‑pudding, and rare Who‑roast beast

Stu Who:
Which was something the Grinch couldn't stand in the least!

Who 6:
And then they'd do something he liked least of all!

Who 3:
Every Who down in Whoville, the tall and the small, would stand close together, with Christmas bells ringing. They'd stand hand‑in‑hand.

Who 4:
And the Whos would start singing!  

Who 5:
And the more the Grinch thought of this Who Christmas Sing,

Stu Who:
The more the Grinch thought I must stop this whole thing! Why, for fifty‑three years I've put up with it now! I MUST stop this Christmas from coming! . . . But HOW?

Who 2:
Then he got an idea!

Who 6:
An awful idea!

ALL:
The Grinch got a wonderful, awful idea! 

Who 4:
He decided to steal Christmas!

Janie Lou Who:
Ok, that(s enough.  We don(t want to scare Cindy Lou Who!

Cindy Lou Who:
Oh, I(m not scared, but I have a question . . .

Janie Lou Who:
What?

Cindy Lou Who:
Has anyone ever told the Grinch about Jesus?

[All of the Who(s are silent.  They look at one another and then at Mr. Bobby Lou Who]
Janie Lou Who:
[stammering] Uh, oh, I am sure someone has told him. 

[Cindy Lou(s bravado has returned]
Cindy Lou Who:
Well, I will just tell Mr. Grinch about Jesus the next time I see him!

[Every Who turns and leaves - Cindy Lou Who remains behind and prays]
Cindy Lou Who:
Dear God.  I love you so much.  I want to tell Mr. Grinch about Jesus.  Would you give Mr. Grinch a heart that is large enough to receive Jesus?  Would you give me the chance to tell him about Jesus?  Thank you, God.  In Jesus( name I pray, Amen.

[Cindy Lou Who leaves]
Scene 2 - Cindy Lou Who(s Home

[The Grinch is busy stealing the Christmas tree. Cindy Lou Who enters and watches the Grinch for a moment]
Cindy Lou Who:
Santy Claus, why are you taking our Christmas tree? 

Grinch:
Uh . . . um . . . there's a light on this tree that won't light on one side. So I'm taking it home to my workshop, my girl. I'll fix it up there. Then I'll bring it back here.

Cindy Lou Who:
Hey, wait a minute!  Santy Claus doesn(t have green skin!  You(re the Grinch!

Grinch:
What if I am?

Cindy Lou Who:
Oh, nothing really.  I was just talking about you tonight at church!

Grinch:
Oh, that(s great!  You Who(s have been saying the nastiest things about me for years!

Cindy Lou Who:
I don(t know about that, but if someone has hurt you, I(m sorry.

Grinch:
Oh, that is rich! You(re sorry!?  Do you think that you can just fix everything?

Cindy Lou Who:
No sir.  But I do know someone who can fix everything.  He can even fix your heart being two sizes too small!

Grinch:
Why in the world do you think my heart is two sizes too small?

Cindy Lou Who:
Well you do seem to hate the Christmas season.

Grinch:
Kid, you bother me. I hate Christmas because you Who(s are so, so festive.

Cindy Lou Who:
Well, Mr. Grinch; there is just so much to celebrate at Christmas.

Grinch:
Celebrate!  What in the world do you have to celebrate?

Cindy Lou Who:
Well, Christmas is when we celebrate the birth of Jesus.

Grinch:
Jesus!  Who is this Jesus?

Cindy Lou Who:
Mr. Grinch, nobody has ever told you about Jesus?

Grinch:
Why, no.  I don(t have much contact with you Who(s.

Cindy Lou Who:
[Cindy Lou turns slightly away and prays] Dear Lord, this is IT!  I asked you for the chance to tell him and here he is!  Thank you!  Please Lord, give me the words to tell Mr. Grinch about Jesus and give Mr. Grinch a heart to receive Jesus.  In Jesus name I pray, Amen.

Grinch:
What did you just do?

Cindy Lou Who:
I talked to my Father.

Grinch:
Where?  I don(t see him.

Cindy Lou Who:
My Heavenly Father.  I was just talking to Him about you a few hours ago.  You are here because I asked Him to send you to me!

Grinch:
What?  I came here to . . . 

Cindy Lou Who:
Steal our Christmas tree?

Grinch:
Yeah, well, there is that.

Cindy Lou Who:
That(s OK, Mr. Grinch.  I forgive you.  

Grinch:
You do?

Cindy Lou Who:
Yes, Mr. Grinch.  Jesus tells me that I have to forgive others because He forgives me.

Grinch:
This Jesus must be a great Man.  Could you tell me about Him?

Cindy Lou Who:
Sure!  Well, Christmas is the time of year when we celebrate His birth.  He lived a perfect life and then He was crucified for our sin.

Grinch:
Bummer.  They always get the good ones.

Cindy Lou Who:
That(s not the end of the story!  God raised Him from the dead and He is coming back soon so that we can live forever with Him in Heaven.  Mr. Grinch, would you like to live forever?

Grinch:
Yes, I would!

Cindy Lou Who:
Well, it is very easy.  I remember it as my ABC(s.  The (A( means Admit you have done things that are wrong and make God sad. The Bible says "all have sinned."   The (B( means Believe in Jesus.  You must believe He is God in the flesh and the Savior of all people. The Bible says that "whoever believes in Him will not die but have eternal life." Finally, the (C( means Call upon Him in prayer. The Bible says, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved." This is where you admit you have made God sad by doing wrong things, that you believe Jesus is the Savior, and that you want Him to save you. Do this, and the good news is that salvation is yours!   Now you've said your ABC's won't you serve the Lord with me?! 

Grinch:
Yes, I would like that!

Cindy Lou Who:
Then let(s pray together.
[Cindy Lou Who and the Grinch bow in prayer for a moment.]
Cindy Lou Who:
Look, Mr. Grinch; it is time for our Who get together at the church.  Will you come with me!

Grinch:
Sure!  I would like to learn more about Jesus!

Scene 3 - Whoville Baptist Church
[All the Who(s are gathered together making small talk.  Cindy Lou Who and the Grinch enter.  All of the Who(s turn and gasp.  They move away from the Grinch]
Janie Lou Who:
Cindy Lou Who, what are you doing with the Grinch!

Cindy Lou Who:
I told you that I wanted to tell Mr. Grinch about Jesus!  After you all left last night, I asked God to give me the chance to tell Mr. Grinch about Jesus, and guess what?

Stu Who:
You climbed Mount Crumpit and found his cave?

Cindy Lou Who:
No!  God sent Mr. Grinch to me.  I asked God to help me tell him about Jesus and He did.  Mr. Grinch asked Jesus to be his savior!

Janie Lou Who:
Is this true Mr. Grinch?

Grinch:
It is.  I thought of something I hadn't before!  Maybe Christmas doesn't come from a store. Maybe Christmas . . . perhaps . . . means a little bit more!  I know things have not been too good between you Who(s and me.  Cindy Lou Who was kind enough to tell me about Jesus. He is a mighty fine Who!

Janie Lou Who:
He sure is.  Mr. Grinch, I(m sorry we Who(s haven(t done a very good job loving you the way we should.

Grinch:
And I(m sorry that I tried to steal Christmas from you Who(s.

Who 3:
That(s OK, Mr. Grinch.  Christmas is not about presents and trees and all of that stuff.

Grinch:
Thank you.  I am so happy to know about Jesus!  Cindy Lou Who was telling me about your Lottie Moon Who Christmas offering on the way over here.  That sounds like a wonderful thing you Who(s are doing.

Who 6:
It is Mr. Grinch.  Our theme this year is I Am Sending You.  Because of you, we feel like we are closer than we have ever been!

Grinch:
Great!  How can we go tell other Who(s about the love of Jesus that Cindy Lou Who told me about?

[All but Who 2 huddle together and talk]
Who 2:
Well . . .in Whoville they say that the Grinch's small heart grew three sizes that day!
All:
Merry Christmas everybody!

Grinch:
Won(t you tell somebody about Jesus this Christmas?  You never know what might happen!

All:
